Our 2022-2023 Grade 3 District Write Data shows 47% of our students are proficient or extending in
writing.

Similar to reading instruction, this data reflects our need to encourage writing in all subjects, not just
language arts. This can help students see the relevance of writing skills in various contexts and improve
their overall proficiency.

Grade 7 literacy - students are matching the provincial average at 71% for the 2023/2024 school year,
consistent with trends from the past three years.

Our 2022-2023 Grade 6 District Write Data shows 49% of our students are proficient or extending in
writing. This illustrates a need to focus on reading and writing in all subject areas and continued
professional learning in all areas of Literacy for educators.

By leveraging local assessment data alongside provincial assessments, we can create a more nuanced
and effective approach to measuring and supporting student progress.

The Grade 10 Literacy Assessment results indicate 70% of our students are at the proficient/extending
rate compared to the province at 73%.

Indigenous Students:

In 2023/24 our grade 4 Indigenous students are trending above provincial average at 62% (province

This consistency highlights our ongoing commitment to
maintaining a safe learning environment for all students.

Student Well-being: Over the past three years, our district has maintained alignment with the provincial
average for students feeling welcome and safe (70%). Notably, there was an increase in the percentage
of Indigenous students who feel welcome in the 2022/23 school year (65% compared to the provincial
average of 64%).

Indigenous students are also at the provincial average (63% compared to 62% provincially)
for the 2022/23 school year. However, CYIC students are trending below the provincial average over a
three-year period, despite an increase in the 2022/23 school year (57% compared to 62% provincially).

These trends highlight the need for continued focus on creating an inclusive and supportive environment
for all students, particularly for Indigenous students and CYIC students. While there are positive trends in
some areas, there are also clear areas where additional support and targeted interventions are
necessary.

Indigenous Students: While there has been an increase in the percentage of Indigenous students who
feel welcome, their sense of school belonging and adult support is slightly below the provincial average.
This indicates a need for culturally relevant and meaningful instructional approaches to better support

CYIC Students: The data shows that CYIC students are trending below the provincial average in terms
of school belonging and adult support.

Actions: 
Going forward, the action steps include:

Developing a district Numeracy Framework.

Implementing district-created Learning Progressions to aid teachers in scaffolding instruction for number-focused and operation-related content standards, such as number sense, solving operations with larger numbers, and fact fluency for grades K-5. This will involve offering professional development and in-class support.

Creating district learning progressions for grades 6-8 focused on number-related and operation-based content standards.

Assisting secondary math teachers with incorporating numeracy into their courses and teaching methods.

Implementing Numeracy practice in Grades 6-8 for Indigenous students with support from the Indigenous Support Workers

Indigenous students: 

Our Indigenous grade 4 and 7 students are trending at or slightly above the provincial average.  

Grade 4 Indigenous students have trended upward on the Numeracy section of the FSA.  In 2023/24 51% of the students were on track or extending, compared to 45% in 2022/23 and only 32% in 2021/22.   

Grade 7 Indigenous students have trended slightly downward on the Numeracy section of the FSA, remaining in close alignment with the Provincial average. In 2023/24 38% of the students were on track or extending, compared to 45% in 2022/23 and 40% in 2021/22.

The slight changes in Grade 4 and 7 Numeracy scores for Indigenous students align with the overall trends in our district and the province. Scores have increased for Grade 4 students but decreased for Grade 7 students. This trend needs to be explored further to understand why Numeracy performance declines in middle school after students leave elementary school. Additionally, report card data for Indigenous students in Numeracy for the 2023/24 school year shows significantly lower results compared to non-Indigenous students

The data indicates that Grade 4 non-Indigenous students scored 24% higher than their Indigenous peers in Numeracy on the report card. Similarly, Grade 7 non-Indigenous students scored 21% higher than their Indigenous peers. These disparities underscore the critical need to ensure our instructional approaches are culturally relevant and meaningful to all students.  

Our grade 10 Indigenous students are trending with the provincial average at 21% in 2023/24 which is consistent over a three-year period.  This is significantly below our non-Indigenous population of students where 37% were proficient and extending on the Grade 10 GNA.   A large percentage of both Indigenous (67%) and non-Indigenous (51%) students were at the ‘developing’ level for the GNA.  Grade 10 report card data for Indigenous students showed 51% of the students achieved proficient or extending in Grade 10 Numeracy courses in 2023/24.  This is still significantly lower than their non-Indigenous peers where 66% achieved a level of proficient or extending in their grade 10 Numeracy courses in 2023/24.  

Targeted interventions and support at the school level in grades 8, 9 and 10 are needed to address the specific needs and gaps in understanding so these large groups of students who are at the ‘developing level’ can move to a proficient level of understanding in Numeracy.   

Diverse students: 

Over the past three years, our grade 4 and grade 7 students have been performing below the provincial average. Although grade 4 numeracy scores dipped during the COVID pandemic, they are now showing a modest upward trend. Conversely, grade 7 numeracy scores continue to show a slight decline. This pattern aligns with the performance data of all grade 7 students residing in Abbotsford as well as the broader provincial trends.

Our grade 10 GNA data reflects a significant increase in achievement in 2023/24 for students with disabilities and diverse abilities.  It jumped to 29% of these students achieving a proficient or extending level of understanding on the GNA, compared to only 16% the year before.  This is closer to the 37% of students who are not designated who achieved a level of proficient or extending on the 2023/24 GNA.

CYIC students: 

Grade 4 students are trending in an erratic pattern year over year when compared to the provincial average on the FSA in numeracy.  

Our grade 7 students are trending below provincial average.  

Data was masked because the number of students in this category is small.  

The number of CYIC students being assessed each year is very limited.

Consequently, the performance of even a single student can have a substantial effect on the overall data. This can result in significant year-to-year fluctuations that may not accurately reflect broader trends or the effectiveness of our educational strategies.

We will continue to monitor the performance of CYIC closely, using local assessments, report card data, and provincial assessments to inform our strategies. This approach allows us to adapt and refine our support mechanisms to better serve these students, regardless of the inherent data variability.

The disaggregated data sets illuminate several inequities in learning outcomes, particularly for Indigenous and CYIC students. The following actions are recommended to address these inequities:

Culturally Relevant Instruction: Implement teaching methods that connect with Indigenous students and their cultural backgrounds to make learning more engaging and relevant.

Targeted Interventions: Provide additional support and targeted interventions for Grade 7 students to address the decline in Numeracy performance.

Consistent Assessment: Consistently implement and analyze local assessment data (such as SNAP) to identify specific areas of the Numeracy curriculum where students face challenges.

Professional Development: Offer ongoing professional development for teachers to adopt best practices and innovative teaching strategies that support all students effectively.



	TextA: As part of our continuous cycle of improvement, our district FESL team meets to review all of our masked and unmasked student data as well as our district assessment and report card data. These reviews inform and guide our school improvement plans.

We utilize ED Plan Insight to do a detailed review our report card and local assessment data. We will continue our training and in service for school based administrators so that they are able to do ongoing review of how their students are doing and share this data with their staff.

We reviewed our report card and district assessment data with our FESL data to review similarities and discrepancies. This guides our work with our strategic plan and school improvement plans.

This work is directly connected to our Student Success strategic pillar.

To strengthen numeracy competencies and numeracy provincial assessment results we will;

- provide professional development opportunities for K-12 teachers that focus specifically on skills, strategies, and manipulatives that help to develop number sense, fact fluency, and computational fluency
- developing a district Numeracy Framework
- hired Curriculum Helping Teachers with numeracy as a focus in their portfolio K-5 and 6-8
- identified Math Enthusiasts groups in all our middle schools, learning across district to increase their understanding and expertise
- increased focus on numeracy in our elementary school improvement plans
- focused budget for numeracy in our 2024/25 budget
- review and analyze our SNAP numeracy assessment data, to create next steps
- track our indigenous students and CYIC students numeracy results using FSA, SNAP, and report card
  data
	Text3: What does the data tell us?
All students:

Feel Safe: Over the last five years, our district has consistently aligned with the provincial data regarding students feeling safe at school. In the 2022/23 school year, 75% of our students reported feeling safe at school, compared to 76% in the province. This consistency highlights our ongoing commitment to maintaining a safe learning environment for all students.

Student Well-being: Over the past three years, our district has maintained alignment with the provincial average for students feeling welcome and safe (70%). Notably, there was an increase in the percentage of Indigenous students who feel welcome in the 2022/23 school year (65% compared to the provincial average of 64%).

School Belonging: Our district trends with the provincial average for school belonging. There was an increase in school belonging for students with disabilities and diverse abilities (51%) in the 2022/23 school year. However, our CYIC students have been trending below the provincial average over the last two years (29% in 2022/23), and Indigenous students remain slightly below the provincial average (41%) for the fourth year in a row.

Caring Adult: The district is at the provincial average for students who have two or more adults that care about them. Indigenous students are also at the provincial average (63% compared to 62% provincially) for the 2022/23 school year. However, CYIC students are trending below the provincial average over a three-year period, despite an increase in the 2022/23 school year (57% compared to 62% provincially).

These trends highlight the need for continued focus on creating an inclusive and supportive environment for all students, particularly for Indigenous students and CYIC students. While there are positive trends in some areas, there are also clear areas where additional support and targeted interventions are necessary.

Indigenous Students: While there has been an increase in the percentage of Indigenous students who feel welcome, their sense of school belonging and adult support is slightly below the provincial average. This indicates a need for culturally relevant and meaningful instructional approaches to better support Indigenous students.

CYIC Students: The data shows that CYIC students are trending below the provincial average in terms of school belonging and adult support. This highlights the need for targeted interventions and support systems to address the unique challenges faced by these students.

Students with Disabilities and Diverse Abilities: There has been an increase in school belonging for students with disabilities and diverse abilities, which is a positive trend and suggests our efforts to create an inclusive environment are yielding results. Continued focus on accessibility and support will be crucial to maintaining and building on this progress.

Inclusive Practices: The increase in the percentage of Indigenous students who feel welcome and the improvement in school belonging for students with disabilities and diverse abilities indicate that our inclusive practices are having a positive impact. However, there is still work to be done to ensure all students feel equally supported.


Targeted Support for CYIC Students: The data reveals that CYIC students are not experiencing the same level of school belonging and adult support as their peers. This underscores the need for targeted support and interventions to address their specific needs and challenges.

The Abbotsford School District is committed to fostering an inclusive and equitable learning environment for all students, as outlined in our district’s Administrative Procedure 315 on Diversity, Equity, Inclusion, and Anti-Discrimination. This administrative procedure emphasizes the importance of:

Culturally Relevant Teaching: Ensuring that instructional approaches are meaningful and relevant to students from diverse cultural backgrounds, particularly Indigenous students. This aligns with our need to improve school belonging and adult support for Indigenous students.

Equity and Inclusion: Providing equitable access to resources and support for all students, including CYIC and students with disabilities or diverse abilities. The data highlights the necessity of targeted interventions to support these groups effectively.

Anti-Discrimination Initiatives: Actively addressing and dismantling systemic racism within our schools. The disparities in school belonging and adult support for Indigenous and CYIC students underscore the importance of our ongoing anti-racism efforts.

Actions:
Student voice forums in middle and secondary schools to help amplify student agency and sense of belonging in our schools.

A widely diverse population of secondary students are active members of our District Planning Committee that meets multiple times a year.

Elementary schools are starting to find ways to authentically and meaningfully collect student voice related to sense of belonging and how to improve their connection.

The impact of gathering student voices increases the opportunities for students to share their stories, their interests and the assets they bring to the school environment. As a result of students being heard and listened to there is a greater propensity for an increase in academic achievement, as students see themselves in the learning.

The district is facilitating the creation of space for Cultural Affinity Groups and EDIA Inquiry Groups to gather, allowing them to share their stories, voices, and ideas on enhancing exclusivity and hospitality in schools.


	TextB: Our annual district planning team sessions have provided us with meaningful qualitative data that has informed both district strategic priorities and school improvement plans. 

 

Students have reported that our communities of practice around student voice have led to improvements in schools. Examples that students shared are; cafeteria opening times, band programs running outside the timetable and extra-curricular activities as well as credit recovery days. 

 

Our FESL data and our school planning team data has indicated that we need to continue our work around respect for diversity, supporting our newcomer families, and anti-racism to ensure that students are feeling safe in our schools. 

 

Another area that emerged from our analysis of our district planning team data is an increased awareness and efforts towards Truth and Reconciliation for students and all of our employees. 

 

Our commitment to engaging student voice have had a positive impact on student well being in our schools. 

 

We will continue with the opportunity in schools for cultural affinity groups with networking sessions to share and mobilize knowledge around EDIA. 

 

Will continue to operationalize our mental health in schools grant through the MDI survey administration and in providing additional mental health supports in schools. This is connected to our strategic plan priority for improving students' sense of well being. 

 
	Text4: What is the graduation data telling us?

Our five year graduation rate for all resident student are on track or slightly above the provincial average.
The indigenous students three year trend is slightly above the provincial average. 
 
We saw an increase in our indigenous student graduation rate in the the 2022/23 school year (65% - Province 61%).


The three year trend for our indigenous students is above the provincial average. 
We noted that provincially, the number of Indigenous students receiving Adult Dogwood credentials who are under 19 years of age. In 2022/23, 58 percent were Indigenous students compared to 38 percent for non-Indigenous students. We have specifically noted and addressed this directly through our recently signed Enhancement Agreement.
 
Our CYIC students have been above provincial average for the last two years. In the 2022/23 school year our CYIC students were at 46% - Province 32%).

The data has showed us that we need to track our diverse students on their pathway to graduation. We will be including this as a focus in our school based team process. 
 
We will be launching the family portal this year to help facilitate parent/guardian access to report cards and graduation status reports. 
	Text5: What is the transition data telling us?

Our immediate transition to post-secondary institutions three year trend for all resident students is on track with the provincial average. 
 
Our indigenous students experienced a decline from 39% in 2020/21 to 24% in the 2021/22 school year. 
 
Our designated students have been at 34% the last two years but trending below the province at 40%. 
 
14% of students in our district trades programs were indigenous in the 2023-24 school year.
 
Actions:
Ensure students and families are provided with supports, resources, and opportunities to learn about post secondary opportunities.
 
Continue our collaboration with University of the Fraser Valley in providing opportunities for our students.
 
Enhance our career programs and ensure that students and families are aware of all our opportunities. 
 
Continue to develop an agricultural careers program in partnership with the University of the Fraser Valley Agricultural department.  
 
Continue to support our school career facilitators at all of our secondary schools. 
 
We want to fill all our program seats in our career programs.
 
	TextC: While our transition to post secondary rates are on par with the province, we recognize that our vulnerable populations are below provincial average. 
 
We will continue to improve on our relationship with the University of the Fraser Valley through our ongoing partner meetings with a focus on our under represented population of students. 
 
The data and feedback from families has resulted in the following key projects in our district:
 
Dual Credit Expansion Grants: Ministry of Education and Child Care:
Future Pathways in Early Child Care Diploma, Degree
Ministry grant (2022-2024) of $25, 000 per year for 3 years
